Primer - Surfacer Schedule
Day Operation
1st Hand sand any body filler repairs with 60 geper, and spray 4 coats of primer/surfacer.
8th  Block sand with 100 grit paper and spray 3 €oaprimer/surfacer.
15th Block sand with 220 grit paper and spray 3so@primer/surfacer.
21st Block sand with 320 grit paper and spray 2scohprimer/surfacer.
26th Block sand with 400 grit paper and spray Zscofprimer /surfacer.
30th Hand sand with folded pad of 600 grit papet spray colour top coats.
